WHEREAS, fees charged for emergency medical services include ambulance services
provided by City of Salamanca, and

WHEREAS, recent meeting and discussions have been held and it has been determined
that the City of Salamanca should increase these fees in order to be more compatible with
other municipal ambulance services in the local area, and

WHEREAS, after comparing the rates with those charged by other local municipalities
and upon the advice of the City’s billing processing company, the Common Council has
determined it to be in the best interest of the City of Salamanca to raise its rates.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
